

INTRODUCTION
There is a shared and collective responsibility between organisations and agencies
to safeguard and promote the welfare of children in Newcastle
.  

Responsibility for this joined up approach in Newcastle rests with three
statutory Safeguarding Partners; Newcastle City Council, Northumbria Police and
Newcastle Gateshead Clinical Commissioning Group. Each Partner has a shared
and equal duty to have in place robust arrangements to work together to safeguard
and promote the welfare of children in Newcastle.
The Safeguarding Partners discharge their wider responsibilities through the
Newcastle Safeguarding Children Partnership (NSCP) and its subgroups and task
and finish groups, which report directly to the Partners on a quarterly basis.

Information sharing is vital to the tasks of safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people. The purpose of this agreement is to support effective and lawful information sharing to enable the safeguarding and protection children and young people from abuse and neglect. This agreement enables the three Safeguarding Partners to fulfil their responsibilities under the Children and Social Work Act (2017) and Working Together (2018) to implement local and national learning, which will include the learning from serious child safeguarding incidents.

The lawful basis on which the agreement applies is Article 6 (e) of the GDPR
:

· Public Interest – processing is necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest
The agreement is underpinned by the seven key principles of the GDPR which lie at the heart of the partnership approach to processing personal data.
· Lawfulness, fairness and transparency
· Purpose limitation
· Data minimisation
· Accuracy
· Storage limitation
· Integrity and confidentiality (security)

· Accountability

WHY MIGHT THE NEWCASTLE SAFEGUARDING CHILDREN PARTNERSHIP ASK YOU TO SHARE INFORMATION? 

· To conduct local child safeguarding practice reviews, learning reviews, observations and case audits

FREEDOM OF INFORMATION REQUESTS
Work undertaken by and on behalf of the Safeguarding Partners is done under the ownership of the NSCP which is not a public authority for the purposes of the Freedom of Information Act 2002, therefore exempt from the duty to provide information, although will consider all requests in their own right.  

Section 3 of the Freedom of Information Act provides that:

(2) For the purposes of this Act, information is held by a public authority if—

(a) it is held by the authority, otherwise than on behalf of another person, or

(b) it is held by another person on behalf of the authority.

NSCP partners in possession of NSCP minutes, documents, reports etc. are holding this information on behalf of ‘another person’ (the NSCP) therefore not liable to disclosure under a freedom of information request.   
In all instances no records of NSCP meetings will be produced or shared without the permission of the Independent Chairperson.
RELEVANT AGENCIES INCLUDED IN THE AGREEMENT
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Partners signing up to the agreement acknowledge that it provides a secure framework for the sharing of information. 
REVIEW
The agreement will be reviewed every two years.
