	 Summary Minutes 

Meeting held on Wednesday 17th January 2024, 1-3.30pm, via Teams
Please note these are not full minutes. They are intended to provide an overview of discussions and decisions. Due to the confidential nature of some of the items discussed, it is not possible to publically share full minutes. 


The Newcastle Safeguarding Adults Board (NSAB) is the multi-agency partnership responsible for ensuring that adults at risk in Newcastle are safeguarded and protected.
	CQC Preparation

The NSAB received a presentation on the up-and-coming CQC inspection of local authorities and what this would involve for NSAB members. CQC will benchmark local safeguarding arrangements against a Safeguarding quality statement. NSAB members are likely to be consulted as part of CQC’s assessment. Five local authorities have been through a pilot assessment. The NSAB considered the findings from these pilot assessments and their resonance with what was happening in Newcastle.    

	MASH Report and recommendations
The report from the MASH Workshop held in October 2023 was agreed with no amendments proposed. Ten recommendations were proposed in the report and a position statement and RAG rating was given to each of these recommendations. Developments to the referral form and clear sign-posting to other procedures, services and support were on track, along with the delivery of training around making a good safeguarding adults referral. Physical presence of partners within the MASH was problematic, as was participation in the Weekly Strategy Meeting process. NSAB members were encouraged to visit the MASH to understand how it operated and evaluate where they felt their organisation could add value. 

	NSAB Data Dashboard – Mid-year report
The mid-year data dashboard was presented. This showed that between April – September 2023, there were 10,693 safeguarding adults referrals made with 5,509 (52%) of these meeting the criteria for a safeguarding adults concern. For those referrals which did not progress into safeguarding adults procedures, the most common outcome was for further action non-safeguarding (e.g. information, advice, sign-posting, assessment of needs). Neglect continues to be the most reported abuse type (23% of all S42 enquiries were related to neglect); self-neglect is the second most at 22%; physical abuse is the next most common type of abuse at 19%. In 77% of concluded enquiries, the adult at risk or their representative was asked their desired outcomes. In 68% of concluded enquiries where the adult lacked mental capacity, they were supported by a family member, friend or advocate.

	Home takeover animation
A cross-partnership project between the NSAB, Newcastle Safeguarding Children Partnership and Safe Newcastle had produced two animations on home takeover (also known as home invasion or cuckooing). The Board watched the short animation for professionals and heard about plans to launch them and ensure they were viewed by a wide audience. A version for young people has also been produced. 

	Self-assessment

The NSAB is asking all of it’s members to undertake a self-assessment of their safeguarding adult arrangements. Responses to this will help the Board’s development of their strategic annual plan for 2024-2025.
